Evenwith the recert rains, aquifer levelsin Northern Hays County are at or nearrecord
lows. As areallt, the Barton Springs/Edwards Aquifer Conservation District (BSEACD) has
declareda Critical Stage Drought Condition. Similarly, the Edwards Aquifer Authority (EAA)
hasdeclaredthe commencemert of Stage || mardatory reductions for groundwater use. The City
of Kylereceivesa portion of its water from the BSEACD and EAA ard is required by its pemits
to reduce the amount of water receivedfrom thes systems

The City of Kyle hasimplemerted succesful and effective water maragemert strateges
that have focused on diversifi caion of the CityOsvater supply. The reault of these policiesis that
the City of Kyle hasanadequate water supply to meetthe need of businessesand resdens.
However, Kyle City Leadersrecagnizethe needto continue to do their part to conserve water as
the drought continuesto worsen

In regponse to the increasng redrictions by the BSEACD, the Kyle City Council approved
theimplementation of Stage 2 Mandatory Water Use Managemert redrictions asspecified by
City Ordinance No. 427.
Thes mardatory water use redrictions areoutlined below:

¥ Resderts and businessesmust follow a seven day watering schedule (SeeChart Below)
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¥ No outdoor watering betweenthe hours of 10 am and 7 pm.

¥ Washing of vehiclesor other typesof mobile equipmert is prohibited expecton
dedgnated watering days and times

¥ Charity carwashesare prohibited

¥ Useof auomatc fill valvesto fill outdoor swimming or wadng pools, or ponds, are
prohibited

¥ Washing sidewalks, driveways or other paved surfacesis prohibited

¥ Athletic fields must comply with Stage 2 requlations.

¥ Installation of new landscapesmay not be started

The City of Kyle hasplamedfor additional improvementsin its water systemfor the next fiscal
yearthatwill continueto facilitate the rapd growth currently being experiencedby the City.
