Playgrounds — play areas that accommodate a range of ages are needed throughout the city.

Picnic facilities — additional picnicking facilities, especially with covered tables, are critically needed
throughout the city. Picnic facilities were the third most requested facility by citizens, and are lacking in all
parts of the city.

Multi purpose trails — the city has the opportunity to create a community wide trail system running along
creeks and drainage ways, but this will require a strong focus on building trails over the next 10 years.
With the exception of the Plum Creek area there are few trails in the city today.

An indoor recreation center — the city lacks a central location that can serve as a hub for recreation
activities. As the city grows over the next decade, it should begin to address this deficiency. An indoor
recreation center was ranked as the single most important facility to build over the next decade.

Natural areas — as the rapid urbanization of the city continues, residents of Kyle remain very interested in
maintaining open areas throughout the city that serve as green breathing room.

Areas for open play and practice — citizens want open areas in their neighborhoods where open play or
practice can easily occur. Every neighborhood should have sufficient open space in addition to
playgrounds and basketball courts. Detention areas may also be used where feasible by providing
adequate drainage and backstops.

Basketball courts — the city has a significant deficiency of outdoor courts, including large shaded courts
for summer play. Courts were one of the most requested facilities by citizens.

Parkland around lakes or ponds — Kyle has multiple opportunities to create parks with water. While
expensive to maintain, these can create a truly unique park system, and should be one of the top goals of
the system.

Athletic facilities for soccer and baseball — Kyle's growing and young population will continue to seek
access to active sports, and high quality fields should continue to be built as the population expands.

A River park — taking advantage of opportunities for parks along the Blanco River should be a high priority
over the next decade, so as to enhance access to the natural beauty of the area.
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
