How difficult is it to change my zoning?


It should be emphasized that the rezoning process entails two public hearings that invite input from the community.  If your neighbors feel adversely affected by the proposed rezoning, they may protest your request.  Before applying for rezoning, contact us to see if your request is consistent with the City’s Future Land Use Map.  If it is inconsistent, it is likely that the City will not approve the zoning application unless the future Land Use Map is first amended.








Is approval guaranteed?


 Unfortunately, no.  Zoning is a public process that invites input from any interested party.  Adjacent property owners or tenants may object to the proposed rezoning.  Therefore, land acquisition, based on the hope of rezoning property in the future, does carry some risk.

If approved, you may proceed with your development plans.








Typically, this process takes approximately 6-8 weeks.  This can vary depending on complexity of the project, completeness of submittals, Planning & Zoning and City Council agenda availability, and applicant’s timeliness.





The request goes before City Council for a second and final reading.





Your request will go before the Planning and Zoning Commission for a Public Hearing and recommendation to City Council. 





The zoning request then goes before City Council for a first reading and public hearing.
