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Notification 





Certain notification requirements are    


  necessary when submitting a site  


  development plan for approval.  





Public notice must be published in  


 newspaper at least once 15-30 days  


 before Public Hearing. 











The site development plan approval becomes void 12 months following the date of approval unless a building permit is issued and construction is commenced.

Site Development Plan Ordinance #374











Site Development Plan may be rejected at any time subsequent to submittal and prior to final written notice for failure to meet minimum informational requirements.





Developer may appeal decision of City for any reason, but the Commission has right to make the final decision.





Once all the comments have been addressed, the site plan goes before the Planning and Zoning Commission for approval. 





City Staff issues a combined comment letter to the applicant approximately 2 weeks after it the site plan is submitted.








Staff reviews for consistency with codes, policies and plans.





Submit complete application and fees for review by City Staff.

Site Development plan must be submitted to City prior to issuance of building permit.





Typically, this process takes approximately 8 weeks.  This can vary depending on complexity of the project, completeness of submittals, Planning & Zoning and City Council agenda availability, and applicant’s timeliness.

The site development plan must include all of the land proposed to be developed or improved, and any off-site improvements required to accommodate the project.  Your submittal must include: 








Cover Sheet – including name of owner/developer, proposed name of project, location map, current zoning and acreage.








Existing Conditions Plan –items such as  boundary of existing zoning and property lines, location of existing structures and improvements, significant trees and water data, 100 year floodplain, topographic data, utilities, streets, and city and ETJ boundary lines.  








Erosion and Sedimentation Control Plan – elevating techniques, topographic conditions, temporary or permanent erosion and sedimentation controls, and contractor staging areas.








Site Improvement Plan – intended usage, size and details of existing and proposed buildings on the site, location and number of parking spaces, driveways, signs and traffic control devices.  








Grading and Drainage Plan – drainage area map, drainage facilities, proposed drainage improvements, and topographic conditions.








Utility Plan – proposed water mains, fire hydrants, pipe fittings, showing connection with existing city water, 








Landscape Plan – must comply with all ordinances and must be maintained by current and future owners.








Construction Details –This should include things such as retaining walls, storm sewer and wastewater manhole covers, water valves, fire hydrants, driveways, curbs and sidewalks.

A site development permit will be issued once the plan is approved by Planning and Zoning and/or City Council.  





The Site Development Plan provides detailed graphic information detailing property boundaries, easements, land use, streets, utilities, drainage, off-street parking, lighting, signage, landscaping, vehicle and pedestrian circulation, open spaces, and general conformance with the Master Plan and ordinances with the city.  It is prior to the development or construction on any lot zoned other than Single Family or Two Family.  Site Development plans are required for land within the city limits and the ETJ (extra-territorial jurisdiction).
