The City of Kyle Removes Water Restrictions,
Moves to Continuing Water Use Management

Thanks to recent rains, the City's water sources have been sufficiently recharged to allow
for the removal of water restrictions beginning immediately. However, even with the removal of
mandatory twice a week watering and other restrictions, City officials continue to ask residents to
do their part to conserve water.

“Kyle residents and businesses are to be applauded for their diligence in following our
water restrictions as we successfully navigated our way through this very severe drought,” said
Kyle City Manager Lanny Lambert. “I’d also like to recognize our staff and crews who monitored
our water systems around the clock to be sure that everyone in the city had a sufficient water
supplies while also ensuring that we honored our water permits with our various suppliers.”

Although there are no restrictions under the Continuing Water Use Management rules in the
City’s Water Management Ordinance, Kyle residents are asked to follow a few simple rules to
help continue to conserve Kyle's water and reduce monthly water bills:

e Regularly check for leaks, including broken sprinkler heads, leaking valves, leaking or
broken pipes, or leaking faucets. [
e Do not operate an irrigation system with:
O abroken head
O ahead that is out of adjustment where the arc of the spray head is over a street or
parking lot
O a head that is misting due to high water pressure
e [Don't allow water to run off property such that there is a trail of water running in the
street for a distance of 50 feet or greater





e Don’t allow water to pond in the street or parking lot to a depth greater than 14 inch.

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“Remember that is Texas we are either in a drought or between droughts, so it is important
that we continue to conserve water as best as we can,” said Lambert. “It is also important to note
that if drought conditions return, we might have to reinstate these water restrictions.”

Historic Kyle Train Depot Restoration Begins
Major project to restore the building being funded in
large part by private donations

Kyle, Texas — An effort to restore a key part of the history of the City of Kyle began this
week as workers started the process of restoring the City’s historic train depot to its
original splendor.

The building, originally built in 1917, has played a key role in the history of the
City of Kyle. Even before the train depot was built, the railroad was the original reason
for establishing the town. In 1880, city founders David Moore and Fergus Kyle deeded
200 acres to the International-Great Northern Railroad with the intention of starting a
town, which later became the City of Kyle.

For years the depot was the center of activity for the city and remains a key
element as a gateway into the city’s historic downtown and has served as home to the
Kyle Area Chamber of Commerce.

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“Being able to see this project underway is a great pleasure for all of us,” said
Kate Johnson, Chairperson for the Kyle Train Depot Committee. “We have been working
of this for years, and to see construction finally underway is very exciting.”

The project, which is expected to cost approximately $900,000 is being funded
mostly by private donations. The City of Kyle has dedicated $250,000 to the project with
another $25,000 coming from a grant for the Pedernales Electric Cooperative. Other
Grants and donations in the amount of $80,000 have been received from the Burdine
Johnson Foundation and Soliref Inc. has donated $10,000.

Kyle Staff Working on Kyle Visioning Forum Part II
Next meeting set for Saturday, May 19™, at the New Kyle Library

Kyle, Texas — Following up on the success of the first Kyle Visioning forum, City of Kyle staff
have been working diligently to make the preparations for next meeting which is set for Saturday,
May 19", from 9 a.m. to Noon, at the new Kyle Library.

In the first meeting, which attracted 65 participants, city staff worked with residents to
develop priorities regarding improving roads, public safety, water and wastewater utility needs,
parks, libraries, economic development, and other needs.

“We are all very pleased with the turnout and the information we received for the first
Visioning Forum,” said Kyle Mayor Lucy Johnson. “It is very important that we know what the
community is expecting from their city and what they are willing to pay for. All these projects
that have been identified are very important, but paying for all of them at the same time would be
difficult.”

City staff are currently working on assigning cost amounts and funding mechanisms to
the projects outlined in the first meeting and will present those findings to participants at the next
meeting. The final product of the Visioning process will be information used to determine what

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projects may be presented to voters for a possible bond election in the fall or included in the next
city budget.

City priorities were grouped into four categories in the first Visioning session. These
categories were: Economic Development, Public Safety, Infrastructure, and Quality of life.
Participants heard presentations from city staff on each category and then held discussions to
determine priorities in each.

Priorities that were developed are as follows:

Economic Development
o Reallocate tax dollars to support Economic Development
e Purchase Monarch water system
e Development of a Research & Development Park

Public Safety
e New Police Headquarters Building
e Additional Personnel, uniformed and non-uniformed
e Implementation of Neighborhood Watch Programs
e Purchase of a new ladder truck for the fire department

Infrastructure

e Reconstruction of Burleson, Lehman, Goforth, and Bunton Roads
Extension of Kyle Parkway to Goforth
Engineer new roads so they are ready when funding becomes available
Extend Market Place Road north of the HEB shopping center
Improvement and extension of city wastewater service.

Quality of Life
¢ Improvement and extension of city parks system
e Development of Community Building
e Additional staffing for new library
e Development of Bookmobile Program

“We hope to determine what the voters might support for a fall bond election in this next
meeting,” said Johnson. “This is an important next step in our growth as a city. We need as many
people as possible to help us in the process, so | hope to see an even larger turnout for the next

meeting then we saw for the first one.”

Kyle City Council Reluctantly Approves Monarch Settlement, Sends
Clear Message that the Utility is not Welcome in the City.

Kyle, Texas — The Kyle City Council approved a settlement agreement with Monarch Utilities at
their regularly scheduled meeting on May 15 that reduced a proposed rate hike from 62% to 14%.
The council also made it clear that the settlement is not a win-win, but the lesser of two
considerable evils and that the City of Kyle is ready to be rid of the utility.

The agreement was the result of negotiations between the utility and a coalition of cities
that included the cities of Kyle, Buda, lvanhoe, and Blue Mound.

“Denying this settlement agreement would do nothing to help us be rid of Monarch
Utilities in the City of Kyle,” said Kyle Mayor Lucy Johnson. “Monarch Utilities is a detriment to
our residents and a deterrent to potential economic development in that area. Our goal is find a
way to get them out of our city limits.”

Monarch Utilities is an investor owned utility that provides water and wastewater
services to various areas in Texas. The utility holds the right to sell water to the neighborhoods of
Indian Paintbrush and Amberwood in the City of Kyle, serving about 900 households. These
rights are determined by the company’s possession of a Certificate of Convenience and Necessity

(more)
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(CCN) which is granted and regulated by the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality. The
CCN grants the utility the sole right to provide water service in the area.

Monarch originally filed for the rate increase on November 11" 2011. At that time the
utility was requesting a system-wide increase of 62.3%. Although the settlement reduces the
increase to 8.7% effective June 1, 2012 through December 31, 2012, and another 4% beginning
January 1, 2013, the rates will be more then double the rates being paid by City of Kyle water
customers.

“We want to make it clear that Monarch Utilities is not our friend,” said Kyle City
Manager Lanny Lambert. “Unfortunately, this is the best settlement we could get them to agree
to. We know that their rates are exorbitantly high and that their service is below any semblance of
an acceptable standard. We have already begun to explore ways to either purchase their system or
to be able to compete directly with them. Our goal is to have them leave our city and be done
with them.”

Representatives from both the affected neighborhoods argued that the council should
deny the settlement and move forward with the rate case. Denying the settlement would have
cost the City thousands of dollars in legal fees and risked having the utility’s rate case expenses
being charged to customers.

State law that governs water rates in Texas allows for utilities to pass along rate case
expenses to the customers. The settlement agreement that was approved calls for the utility to pay
the expenses that have already been incurred and not pass those costs on to customers.

“I think the chances are very low that we could achieve a better rate by moving forward
with a full blown rate case,” said Jim Boyle, attorney representing the coalitions of cities. “The
risks of having the rates retroactive to the original filing and also having the rate case expenses

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passed on to the customers is a very real possibility. It is also highly unlikely that we would
achieve a better rate outcome.”

District One Council Member Diane Hervol, a resident of the Amberwood neighborhood
and a customer of Monarch, voted for the settlement, but called on the council and residents to
come together to fight the utility.

“We’ve been at this with Monarch for a very long time,” said Hervol. “If | thought
denying this settlement would allow us to eventually remove them from our city I’d vote for it.
But fighting this would not be the best use of our resources and would not be in the benefit of the
customers. We need to come together and aggressively push this issue with the state legislature
and the investors of the utility. We are not going allow this to go on in our city and we are not
going to go away on this issue.”

Monarch Utilities is a part of Southwest Water Company, which is owned by an investor

group led by J.P. Morgan Asset Management and Water Asset Management.

Kyle Visioning Forum Part I1
Lays Out Community Priorities and Funding Sources

Kyle, Texas — The Kyle Visioning process that started in March with citizens working with city
staff to identify and prioritize projects completed its next step with a second meeting that put
price tags on the projects and asked citizens to identify what projects could be afforded.

The group of about 50 Kyle residents considered 16 projects ranging from a host of new
roads, a new police station, and additional staffing, to park improvements and a bookmobile for
the library.

“This was a very enlightening process with some very interesting outcomes,” said Mayor
Pro Tem David Wilson who welcomed participants at the beginning of the meeting. “I think we
have a very good idea of what is important to our residents and what they might be willing to
afford. We are going to have to consider the outcomes of these meetings very diligently as we
move forward with our budget deliberations for next year.”

The group considered a total of 16 projects that totaled over $125 million. The projects
were also separated by their respective funding sources of property taxes, bond sales or utility
billings. If all the projects were to be implemented at the same time, the average residence in
Kyle would see an increase $1.0760 per $100 of evaluation on their property tax and an

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additional $204.06 per year on their utility bill. The monthly impact would amount to
approximately $129.69 per month for the average residence in Kyle.

The job of the Visioning forum was to whittle down that amount by prioritizing the
projects and making a recommendation on what should be funded first and what the residents
could afford in the short term.

The results indicated that the group felt that public safety and roads needed the most
attention with economic develop funding following closely behind.

“The outcome of the visioning process clearly shows that our residents have concerns
about our transportation and our public safety,” said Kyle Mayor Lucy Johnson. “Our job as a
council will be to develop a plan to implement these projects in a manner that is both timely and
fiscally responsible.”

The projects that were recommended by the group included selling bonds to pay for
reconstruction and expansion of five roads, construction of a new police station, hiring up to 25
new police officers and associated staff and equipment, engineering for new roads, reallocation of
sales tax currently going towards property tax reduction, and expansion of the city’s water and
wastewater system to spur additional economic development, and various other staffing and
program enhancements.

The total impact of the recommended projects, if implemented simultaneously, would
increase the average resident’s tax bill by $89.13 per month and their utility bill by $4.50 per
month.

“We realize that it would be very difficult to implement all of the recommendations in the
next budget cycle,” said city manager Lanny Lambert. “City staff will be working with the city
council through the budget process to turn this into a viable capital improvements plan that will
turn these projects into reality within a reasonable time frame.”

Kyle Police Department Adds Motor Cycle Units

to the department’s patrol fleet.

Police Chief Jeff Barnett who is also a Certified Motor Officer. “The motorcycle units will be
able to respond quickly to fast breaking situations and will be able to also focus on traffic control
in our neighborhoods.”

Two Kyle police officers, Officer David Saenz (a three year veteran of KPD) and Officer
Dago Pates (a 4 year veteran of KPD), have been trained and certified as Motor Officers and are

now assigned to the Traffic Unit under the direction of Sgt. Patsy Oaks.

The Certified Motor Officers training is a rigorous two-week certification course
designed to teach the officers proper use of the motor cycle units as well as unique police tactics
that are best suited for the units. The training class was a rigorous two-week course offered in
Cedar Park and sponsored by the Cedar Park Police Department.

Kyle City Manager Presents 2012-2013 City Budget to Council

Kyle City Manager Lanny Lambert presented his Proposed Budget for Fiscal
Year 2012-13 totaling $41.6 million to the City Council at the August 1, Special Called
meeting. The budget as proposed allows for all City programs and services to continue at
their current levels, but does not provide for any new employees, programs, equipment,
roads, or facilities.

The proposed budget includes a proposal to increase property taxes by $0.0399 to
$0.5244 per $100 of valuation. The additional revenue generated by the tax increase is
estimated to raise an additional $554,668 and will fund increases in the City's debt
service obligations, additional funding requirements brought on increases in fuel, public
safety and personnel costs. Additionally, the tax increase will allow the City to decrease
the amount of money transferred from the City owned water utility by $300,000, create
an "Emergency Reserve Fund" as called for the City's new Debt Management Policy by
funding $350,000 into the fund, and allow for a 3.5% cost of living adjustment for City
employees.

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The proposed budget also includes a 20% increase in water and wastewater rates.
These rate increases represent the second year of a three-year plan to bring revenues from
the City’s water and wastewater utility into balance with the utility’s expenses.

The City Council will be hearing presentations from City staff and taking public
input during a series of workshops and special meeting in the months of August and
September. The City Council is scheduled to approve the budget on September 5"

Kyle Police Join Annual Labor Day DWI Enforcement Campaign

KYLE, TX - *“Annual Labor Day DWI Enforcement Campaign: August 19 — September 5
Drink. Drive. Go To Jail” - That’s the message Kyle Police Department and other officers around
the state would like to send out to all motorists this Labor Day.

Beginning August 19th and continuing through September 5th, the Kyle Police
Department will be stepping up enforcement and awareness activities to prevent drinking and
driving on the city’s roadways. The Kyle Police Department, in conjunction with other local and
state agencies are participating in this effort to increase awareness of the consequences of
drinking and driving in the state of Texas.

“The Kyle Police Department is committed to enhancing roadway safety in our
community,” said Kyle Police Chief Jeff Barnet. “The Labor Day holiday weekend is often a
dangerous time as families try to end their summer with one last trip. We would like to do our
part to make that trip a safe and happy one, as opposed to a tragic one. As part of the statewide
traffic initiative, the Kyle Police Department will be using every available resource to enforce the
state and local traffic laws to promote roadway safety and compliance.”

Convicted first time DWI offenders can pay a fine of up to $2,000, lose their driver’s
license for up to one year and serve as much as 180 days in jail. Safety officers say other costs
associated with an impaired driving arrest and conviction can add up to as much as $17,000 or

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more for bail, legal fees, court appearances, court-ordered classes, vehicle insurance increases,
and other expenses.

With Texas leading the nation in drunk driving crashes and fatalities, it is imperative that
citizens follow the law and seek alternative methods to driving after drinking. The Kyle Police
Department urges impaired individuals to consider calling a cab, asking a friend or family
member, or use a designated driver to prevent potential injury or worse, fatality on the roadways.

In 2010, the state of Texas experienced 25,032 alcohol-related crashes, of which there
were 1,057 deaths and 16,877 injuries. It is of the utmost importance and priority for the Kyle
Police Department to contribute to the reduction of those numbers. The Kyle Police Department
urges its residents to drive safely, stay buckled and avoid any instances of drinking and driving
every day.

“We would be very happy to not issue a single ticket or arrest a single person,” said
Barnett. “However, if a driver is going to be reckless and put the public at risk, we are going to do
everything possible to stop that activity.”

Historic Kyle Train Depot Restoration Continues
With Phase I nearing completion, focus turns to
Phase 11 and fundraising

Kyle, Texas — The work to restore Kyle’s historic train depot is well underway as the
first phase of the project nears completion. The work completed in Phase 1 included
installing a new foundation and roof as well as a construction of a couple of brick
chimneys as seen on the building in historic photographs.

The project is expected to move into Phase Il later in September and will restore
the exterior of the building. Phase 11 will give the depot a much needed facelift by
repairing or replacing the wood exterior, repairing or replacing the doors and windows,
and giving the building fresh paint which will bring back to its original historic look.

After the completion of Phase 11, the attention will turn to restoring the building’s
interior to its original state. The work plan for Phase Illa not only includes restoring the
building’s interior, but also installing new electrical and plumbing systems, a new HVAC
system, new wall framing, restrooms and finishes.

Phase IIIb will give the building a new platform and handicap accessible ramp. Other





site improvements include a community plaza, restroom outbuilding, and relocating the
caboose on new tracks

The building, originally built in 1917, has played a key role in the history of the
City of Kyle. Even before the train depot was built, the railroad was the original reason
for establishing the town. In 1880, city founders David Moore and Fergus Kyle deeded
200 acres to the International-Great Northern Railroad with the intention of starting a
town, which later became the City of Kyle.

For years the depot was the center of activity for the city and remains a key
element as a gateway into the city’s historic downtown and has served as home to the
Kyle Area Chamber of Commerce.

“The work that has been completed already is remarkable and substantial,” said
Kate Johnson, Chairperson for the Kyle Train Depot Committee. “We still have a lot
more to do, particularly in the area of fundraising to see this through. We are truly
appreciative to everyone who has given to the project so far and look forward to
completing this project and returning the building to a proper public use.”

The project, which is expected to cost approximately $900,000 is being funded
mostly by private donations. The City of Kyle has dedicated $250,000 to the project
through bonds being repaid through the City’s Hotel Occupancy Tax Fund. Other
donations include $25,000 coming from a grant for the Pedernales Electric Cooperative
and grants and donations which have been received from the Burdine Johnson
Foundation, Soliref Inc., and various private donors.

“We’ve obviously had some success in raising funds for this project,” said
Johnson. “We also have a long way to go. We feel that the restoration of this valuable

icon of Kyle’s history should be preserved, and with the generous help of our community





and other stakeholders, we will make that happen.”

The entire project is expected to take 10 to 12 months, depending on funding.
Once the project is completed, the building will be used as a museum commemorating
Kyle’s history and will also continue to house the Kyle Area Chamber of Commerce.

The architect for the project is Clayton&Little Architects, and the contractor is
SpawGlass, Inc., both are based in Austin.

Kyle City Council Finalizes Budget for 2012-2013

KYLE, TX — After months of work by city staff and numerous public workshops and
public hearings, the Kyle City Council has approved the City’s Budget for Fiscal Year
2012-13. The budget totals $41.64 million allows for all City programs and services to
continue at their current levels. The budget was approved on first reading at the regularly
scheduled City Council meeting on Tuesday, September 4™. The second reading of the
budget was conducted during a special called meeting of the City Council on Wednesday,
September 5. Both reading passed on 4-2 votes with Mayor Lucy Johnson, Mayor Pro
Tem Diane Hervol, and Council Members David Wilson and Samantha Bellows-
LaMense voting for the budget. Council Members Ray Bryant and Bradley Pickett voted
against the budget at both reading. Council Member Becky Selbera was out with an
illness for both readings.

“Developing and passing a budget that covers all the needs of the city while
keeping taxes and utility rates at a reasonable rate is the most important job of the City

Council,” said Kyle Mayor Lucy Johnson. “The council and city staff worked very hard

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for many months to craft this budget, and as difficult as it is to raise taxes and utility
rates, we believe that it was necessary to bring our revenues more inline with our
expenses. We’ve gone over every line item in this budget and it is as lean as they come.”

The budget includes an increase in property taxes of $0.0399 per $100 of
valuation, bringing the total property tax assessment to $0.5244 per $100 of valuation.
The additional revenue generated by the tax increase is estimated to raise an additional
$555,509 and will fund increases in the City's debt service obligations, additional funding
requirements brought on increases in fuel, public safety and personnel costs.
Additionally, the tax increase will allow the City to decrease the amount of money
transferred from the City owned water utility by $300,000, create an "Emergency
Reserve Fund" as called for the City's new Debt Management Policy by funding
$350,000 into the fund, and allow for a 3.5% cost of living adjustment for City
employees.

“City staff have gone a number of years without a meaningful wage increase and
without adding any new personnel or equipment,” said Johnson. “Although we are not in
a position to add people or equipment, we did feel that a moderate wage increase was
due. I would like to thank our city staff for their dedication, diligence and for making due
with what they have to keep our city safe and beautiful.”

The City Council approved adding a part-time animal control officer who will

cover some nights and weekends. The City currently has only one animal control officer.
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The budget also allows for the hiring of two full-time and one part-time
dispatcher for the police department to relieve overtime for the department’s
communication staff. Funding for these positions comes from reallocating funds from a
currently vacant police officer position. The only other new position is for an additional
motorcycle officer to be used in the traffic control division of the police department.

The City Budget for 2012-2013 also includes a 20% increase in water and
wastewater rates for all City of Kyle Water Utility customers. This increase represents the
second year of the City’s three-year plan to bring the utilities rates to a level that covers
its expenses. The utility did not have a rate increase for 10 years prior to raising rates in
the 2011-2012 budget.

The City Council conducted 5 public workshops that included 20 public hearings
on various parts of the budget and presentations from City staff.

“Public input is a huge part of the budget development process,” said Mayor
Johnson. “The council realizes that the money we authorize to be spent comes from our
citizens, and we want them to know that we spend that money as thriftily as we can. We
also realize that the public has expectations as to what services are delivered. Those
services cost money and we work very hard to balance the expectation of low taxes with
the expectation of service delivery and the value of that service.”

City of Kyle Finishes Budget Year With a Good Number
The City’s Sales Tax Receipts for September
Up 42% Over Previous Year

KYLE, TX - The City of Kyle’s bank account received an unexpected, but very
welcome, boost this week when the Texas Comptroller’s office release sales tax numbers
for September. These numbers showed that Kyle racked in $287,654, which is almost
$75,000 (42%) more then the same month last year.

“We’ve grown to expect to see increases in our sales tax receipts over the past
couple of years,” said Kyle Mayor Lucy Johnson. “Our collections have been positive
news for us lately and I think that shows that Kyle has strong economic fundamentals in
place and that our financial future is very bright.”

The City of Kyle ends the year with total sales tax collections of $3,540,287,
compared to $3,155,933 in 2011. The sales tax collections for this year were budgeted at
$3,306,400, giving the City an additional $233,877 for to add to the City’s coffers. Sales
tax collections for the City of Kyle have risen steadily for the past decade. The

collections for 2002 was just over $500,000.
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“It is great to have such a healthy sales tax year,” said City of Kyle Finance
Director Perwez Moheet. “The additional funds will be rolled into the City’s fund balance
and will help to offset some expenses that were not anticipated this year.”

“The City of Kyle has seen remarkable growth in our tax base over the past five
or six years,” said Johnson. “Our sales tax was approximately $1.7 million in 2007, and
we’ve effectively doubled that in 2012. | think that shows that what we are doing here in
Kyle is working. It also shows that the citizens of Kyle really support our local businesses
and hopefully this sends a message to businesses that are not here yet that they should
really take a long hard look at what Kyle has to offer.”

The mobile facility was donated by the Texas Department of Insurance, Office of the State Fire Marshall

and will be used for various situations to protect the public safety.

KYLE, TX — Christmas came early to the Kyle Police Department this month when their new
mobile command center was delivered to the rapidly growing police force. The role of Santa was
played by the Texas Department of Insurance, Office of the State Fire Marshal, who donated the
vehicle to the City as part of their surplus equipment program.

“Mobile Command Centers of this type can cost upward of $50,000 to 100,000 when brand
new,” said Kyle Police Chief Jeff Barnett. “Given our long list of needs in the City and the Police
Department, we would have waited a long time for something like this to be funded. We really
appreciate the Department of Insurance making this vehicle available to us and I’m sure we’ll be
putting it to very good use.”

The vehicle is a modified 1998 Chevy Step Van and has approximately 25,000 miles on the
odometer. The Kyle Police Department spent approximately $1,400 to make the vehicle ready for
use. It is estimated that annual support and maintenance of the vehicle is around $2,300.

The mobile command post will be used for responding to emergency situations, establishing
command locations for large community events and investigating crime scenes. It also has

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accommodations for small command meetings, radio operations, and equipment storage and can
serve as a rehab location during outdoors operations with inclement weather.

“This is really a great asset for our department and for the citizens of Kyle,” said Barnett.
“Being able to add the mobile command post to our inventory of tools and equipment to fight and
prevent crime will greatly improve our department’s effectiveness and efficiency.

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City of Kyle and Hays County Road Crews Set to Begin Improvements to

Bunton/Goforth Road During the Holiday Break

KYLE - Road construction crews from the City of Kyle and Hays County will take advantage of
reduced traffic during the holidays to begin much needed repairs to Bunton/Goforth Road.
Construction will begin on December 20", the first day that Hays County 1SD schools are out for
the Christmas holidays to minimize disruption of normal traffic on the road.

The scope of the road repairs on Bunton/Goforth Road include improving drainage,
leveling, filling in pot holes, and generally improving the safety of the road from the 1-35
northbound access road to Lehman Road. These repairs are only meant to serve as a temporary
measure until a more permanent solution is designed and funded.

Phase 1 of this project will be from the 135 access road to Dacy Lane. Phase 2 will
continue from Dacy Lane to Brandi Circle and the final phase taking the repairs all the way to
Lehman Road.

This project is being done through an agreement with Hays County and the City of Kyle
allowing for the County to provide labor and equipment and the City of Kyle paying for the

materials.

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County Road Department crews and the City of Kyle Public Works Street Department
crews will attempt to complete as much as possible before school reconvenes on January 7". The
project may extend into January and beyond depending on weather and general progress of the
repairs.

Detour signs will be displayed during each phase, allowing traffic an alternate route to
bypass the construction areas. Road crews from both the county and city will be working
diligently to minimize the inconvenience this may cause citizens.

“We appreciate the patience of our citizens that use this road as we work to improve a
deteriorated roadway that is in desperate need of repair,” said Harper Wilder, City of Kyle
Director of Public Works. “Please understand that we are only doing road improvements to
selected areas and that allowable funds will dictate the limit of our repairs. This is not a total road
reconstruction, but should improve the quality of the existing roadway until a permanent solution
is available.”
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
