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Kyle celebrates ground breaking of new spec buildings
Kyle, TX – Following years of steady growth in the residential and retail sectors, Kyle will soon be home to Hays Logistics Center, with more than 400,000 sq. ft. of industrial and e-Commerce space. Hays Logistics Center will be in the Hays Commerce Center, a 108-acre mixed-used development located in the city’s north central quadrant in the heart of the I-35 corridor. Kyle, located just south of Austin, is in Hays County, one of the fastest growing regions in the country.
Austin-based HPI and Dallas-based Hillwood, co-developers of the project, will break ground on Hays Logistics Center on April 24. The City of Kyle invites media and the general public to a “Party on the Pad” taking place at 10 a.m. The city is celebrating the groundbreaking and the overall development of the property.
Diana Torres, Kyle’s Director of Economic Development, said one of the city’s goals is to become a full service community and this project helps the city realize that goal. 
“The companies that lease space in these new buildings will provide hundreds of new jobs. Kyle will be a place where people can live, work, shop and play,” she said.
Mayor Travis Mitchell said Kyle is laser focused on job creation in the industrial space.
“The development of spec buildings in Kyle enhances our ability to attract and retain an educated and diverse workforce,” Mayor Travis Mitchell said. 
He said this project may not have been possible without the Triple Freeport tax rule. Under that exemption, a company does not have to pay an inventory tax on goods that move in and out of Texas within a 175 day period.
 “We’re grateful to Hays County and Hays CISD for passing the Freeport Exemption, giving Kyle the advantage of having Triple Freeport status, ” he said, “which was an important reason Hillwood and HPI agreed to develop these buildings in Kyle.” 
Mitchell added that as a result of having the exemption, he believes the businesses that want to be in this space will benefit.
Hays Logistics Center will have two buildings, one with 222,800 sq. feet of e-Commerce space, the other with 206,000 sq. feet of e-Commerce space. Hillwood and HPI have developed similar successful properties around the country. 
Richard Hill, Co-founder and Partner at HPI, said, “We know this site is going to be a game-changer for an already rapidly growing community and we look forward to breaking ground,” Hill said. “By this time next year, the businesses in this complex will have primary employment opportunities available.”

Torres said having spec building space in Kyle will open up economic development opportunities elsewhere in the city.
“Because we have investors of the caliber of HPI and Hillwood focusing on Kyle, that will catch the attention of other developers,” Torres said.
Alsco, a provider of professional textile rental services, began construction on their nearly 100,000 sq. ft. building in Hays Commerce Center several months ago. A ribbon cutting is planned for later this summer. Over the next 10 years, the company will provide about 250 jobs. 
“We are so pleased to see these projects come to life,” Torres said. “The strength of our community, the availability of land, our infrastructure improvements and our ready workforce all make Kyle an attractive location for new investment.”
