LOSS stands for Local Outreach to Suicide Survivors. The LOSS team immediately offers resources and support to those who have been impacted by suicide in Hays County. 

Why is outreach important?

According to over twenty years of research, survivors are at a higher risk of suicide. It takes survivors 4.5 years on average to seek out grief counseling. With support from the LOSS team, the average time is only 39 days.
